Dear People of St. Andrewõs, 
 

After thirty years of ministry as a Presbyterian pastor,  

Eugene Peterson wrote, òMost of the people I deal with are 

dominated by a sense of self, not a sense of God.  Insofar as 

I deal with their primary concern ð the counseling, in-

structing, encouraging ð they give me good marks in my job 

as a pastor. Whether we deal with God or not, they don't 

care much.ó Flannery O'Connor once described this as a 

hope that the pastor will be one part minister, three parts 

masseur.     
 

I understand their frustrations, but I am familiar enough 

with these wonderful authors to know they also believe that beneath this preoccupation with 

the anxiety du jour lies a deep hunger for God. They are cautioning the church against only 

servicing felt needs. The deep need, the real one from which these symptoms arise, is always 

a need to know God more deeply and enjoy Him more fully.   
 

We want so much to help those we love, but it is hard to fix their problems. It is tempting to 

reduce our compassion to pain -numbing salves and attractive band -aids. But most physicians 

will tell you that pain is a useful means at getting to the real problem. Most pastors will tell 

you that it is at a cross where it is easiest to find the Saviour  It is so striking that the endur-

ing symbol of humanity's encounter with God is a painful crucifix, where we must remain 

long enough to discover the new life He alone can bring us. This Lent, take time to look at the 

cross. Linger there a while. Bring your pain with you. And discover a God so loving that He 

was willing to take it all upon Himself.

April 22 ñThe Lamb of God (Mount of Olives):  The 

significance of Passover celebrations and Passover Week 

events intertwine with Jesus' choice of time, place, and 

message. 

April 29 ñThe Weight of the World (Capernaum/

Gethsemane):  Manufacturing olive oil involves intense 

pressure. This process exposes a fresh perspective from 

which we can fully appreciate Jesus' sacrifice, which is 

our anointing.  

May 6ñRoll Away the Stone (Garden Tomb):  Un-

derstanding the significance of Jesus' burial in a Jewish -

style tomb and His resurrection during the Feast of 

First Fruits reveals the magnitude of His love and the 

new life He brings.  

May 13ñPower to the People (Southern Stairs): 

The day of Pentecost marks the day when God's pres-

ence left the temple structure to dwell in his followers, 

empowering us today, as then, to change the world.  

May 20ñTotal Commitment (Caesarea):  David built 

fame out of simplicity; Herod's palace fortresses were 

elaborate. But as with David, who lived for God, what 

matters most is not what we build, but for whom we 

build.

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Liturgical Briefs 
 

It's still Lent  
 

We now are well into Lent.  For as long as I can remember, people striving to keep the 

Lenten fast have been giving up such things as chocolates, desserts, coffee, cigarettes, 

òsecondó cocktails, and the like, with varied success and impact upon their spiritual lives ð 

only to return to those pleasures at Lent' s end, if not sooner. My experience of such inten-

tions is that they often have little more than a superficial effect.   

 

To be sure, Lent is a fast.  It is altogether proper for us to deny ourselves things we take for 

granted in the normal course of our day so that when we desire those things, our fast from 

them will remind us of our soul's only true desire.  This is the intended result of fasting from 

food, of reducing the quantity of food we regularly consume.  For when we choose to limit our 

general consumption, our habitual physical response ð hunger ð stirs a rumbling of deeper 

origin.   

 

In addition, the Church invites us to a spiritual fast, the purpose of which is also to remind 

us of our need for God and to draw us closer to Him in love and devotion.   

 

This Lent, in the secrecy of your own heart, will you consider asking God's grace into your life 

to help you fast from behavior that keeps you distant from Him and from others?  Ask His 

grace to enable you to repent and turn away from something you know is displeasing to the 

Lord.  Perhaps it is a lack of charity for those whom we think are different from ourselves ð 

not as young, not as intelligent, not as industrious, not as affluent, not as gifted.  It may be 

anger or resentment over something we feel powerless to change.  It may be our exploitation 

of others or a desire to indulge our own lust for comfort at the expense of those who know 

none.  Ask God's grace into your life this Lent to assist you in fasting from such behavior ð to 

give it up ð in order to grow nearer to Him.   

 

In the movement of Lent toward Holy Week, as you find yourself falling again into old pat-

terns of behavior, your very recognition will turn you to God with renewed desire for His 

grace, forgiveness, and love in your life.  And, as Lent moves to Easter, you will very likely 

discover that this year, your fast has been from something ð unlike coffee, chocolates, or that 

second cocktail ð you have no desire to ever return to again.  You are likely to discover as 

well that as you have left off sin, your heart has grown in love ð love for God, love for others, 

and love for yourself.  

 

At the end of this Lent, having fasted from what we know separates us from God and from 

one another, we just may discover at Easter a measure of new life and experience in our-

selves: the joy of Jesus' victory over sin and death.

Something Missing?  
 

 When I told my son about something missing from St. Andrewõs he quickly replied, òOh 

yeah, it was there in the back near where DeHart Ayala used to sit!ó 

 What is missing?  

 It is our Alms Box.  

 This memorial, given long ago, bears a brass plate on which is engraved:  
 

IN MEMORIAM  

ADAM CLARKE MOORE  
 

 And carved on its wooden back it reads:  
 

FREELY GIVE  
 

 It is an old tradition in the Episcopal Church to place a box, usually in the back, or in 

the narthex, to receive alms for the relief of the poor and destitute. Our box was mounted on 

the column nearest the belfry entrance.  

 Adam Clarke Moore was a native of Geneva, New York, where he was born in 1848. He 

married Clara Dorchester, also born in Geneva, on December 29, 1880. Some time after their 

marriage they moved to Tampa and became active in the life of St. Andrewõs. On January 21, 

1906, this New York Methodist was confirmed at St. Andrewõs by Bishop William Crane 

Gray. This was when the Rev. Wilson DeHart was our rector. It is easy to assume that Clara 

Dorchester was the moving force in this conversion, for the Dorchester family was ever pre-

sent in the activities of our church at that time. The Moores were early residents along Bay-

shore Drive.  

 Before we undertook our recent renovation a thief broke open the lid and damaged the 

box. It was removed before the column was painted, so we have had no Alms Box  since then.  

 Donõt be concerned. 

 The box is now being repaired and refinished and will soon return to serve its dual 

purpose of reminding us of the needs of the less fortunate and to accept the gifts of those who 

desire to help them as they Freely Give.

Though  donations are not mandatory it 

would   help our Church.  I am hoping to create a win/win situation for our parishioners 

and St. Andrew's.    
  

Home upgrades such as tile work, crown moulding, painting and the like can be done but 

would  fall into  a category other than necessary repairs.

Rector's Report:  
  

· Christmas Eve services were well -attended, as was the Christmas party at the rectory (a good time was had by all)  

· Vestry nominees are Carole Fields, Dennis Fowler, Frances Johnson, Judy Kent, Kathy Lawless, Don McGinnis, and 
Gray Sanders   

· Dr. Ray Vince and Dr. Connie Rynder will facilitate the Tuesday Evening Lenten Series this year  

· All 40 Children's Chapel chairs are sponsored by donations from parishioners - we are grateful to all those generous giv-
ers! 

· 2010 Every -Member -Canvass was successful, with 198 pledges for $466,000 (as compared with 166 pledges for $414,000 
in 2009)  

· Al Lima has researched costs for two plaques for exterior of church mentioning the fact that St. Andrew's is now on the 
National Register of Historic Places.  Vestry approved purchase of plaques from Matthews at a cost of up to $550 plus 
shipping and authorized that this be paid for by the Foundation.  

  

Junior Warden's Report:  
  

· The perimeter landscaping has been completed around the church grounds.  Mulching of the playground has been de-
ferred until a final decision has been made on positioning of the equipment.  

· Bid from welder to stabilize courtyard gates with post sleeves and put in pins for gates is $1,650.  Vestry voted to do this 
work with payment to be made from the parking lot fund.  

  

Treasurer's Report:  
  

· Goals of collecting $80,000 in December and obtaining pledges of $460,000 for 2010 were achieved.  Pledge amount sup-
ports the proposed budget.  

· Proposed cuts for 2010 should save $36,000.   Proposed budget would involve 6% pay cuts for staff, but retain paid health 
benefits.  Vestry approved balanced budget of $471,503 for 2010.

Fr Reese appointed Chris Cobb as Senior Warden.  Vestry elected Marshall Ferrell, III as Junior Warden, Gregg Smith as 

Treasurer, and Peter Baker as Clerk.  
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Rectorõs Discretionary Funds January 2010 Assistance  
 

It is a tradition at most parishes for the Rector to have a Discretionary Fund for the purpose of pro-

viding assistance to those in need. As is also a tradition, St. Andrewõs designates the loose cash offer-

ing (those monies that are contributed anonymously) from one Sunday per month for this fund. Hono-

raria received for baptisms and funerals are donated to this fund as well, and parish members may 

also make donations.  

In the month of January, St. Andrewõs provided assistance in the amount of $1517.50  for the fol-

lowing needs: shelter assistance at the Salvation Army for 68; Greyhound bus fare assistance for 3; 

and references through Metropolitan Ministries for 3. (Regarding shelter assistance at the Salvation 

Army, a homeless person is entitled to 5 free nights, after which time he or she must pay $10 per 

night to stay there.)
